20. Competence of Fire Risk Assessor



When carrying out a fire risk assessment, the Fire Risk Assessor should keep in mind that its purpose is to identify risks and to reduce, control and monitor them. Thus, having established the extent to which it is deemed appropriate, the employers premises, must then comply with the provisions of the Fire Precautions (Workplace) Regulations 1997 as amended where safeguard the safety of employees in case of fire. To the extent that it is appropriate, all workplaces must be provided with appropriate fire safety precautions.
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
