– an icon of its time. The Age of agriculture becomes the age of industry. The Great Awakening, the Industrial Revolution and Victorianism. Righteousness exalts a nation. The seeds of decline and the change into a secular society.
Bethany Enterprise. Applying spiritual  motives, values and attitudes to work, money and business. Setting up, running and  closing a manufacturing and service enterprise scheme. 
The Wonder of Water – virtually unknown in the universe but abundant on this ‘impossible’ Earth. From Cloud to kettle –the story of our UK supply . Water a right for all – Rich world / Poor world. Living Water.
Maps and mapping. Features and landscapes Boundaries and borders. Co-operation and conflict. Wars over land and territory. The Middle East and Northern Ireland. The age of the earth (inorganic).

Plants and animals – food for thought. A historical survey of farming. The hunter/gatherer to the genetic modifier. Roman  and medieval advances including a study of Roman Britain. Environmental studies.
The individual within the family and the community. What is a community? Local studies project. From the garden (of Eden) to cities. People as builders, movers and tool users.

The Kingdom  of God.
Religion and science – enemies or allies. A study of historical (e.g. earth-centred universe) and current conflicts (e.g. evolution/creationism). Detailed study of theories of origins (religious and scientific), particularly big bang and organic evolution.
From cave painting to computers – a survey. Preachers, Speeches and Song – the influence of these powerful methods of communication. Forms of biblical communication and how the bible came to us. The Media –  analysis of contemporary forms and the impact on society. School DVD/ newspaper/newsletter.
Being a nation involves … A study of culture and world view. Individual country study.
