	Whole class teaching: Ask chn to bring in their favourite doll
Read the title So Much and ask if the picture helps us explain why the book is called ‘So Much?’ How do you think the characters are feeling in the illustration? How can you tell? Read Auntie Bibba’s welcome. Why would she want to squeeze the baby? How would she squeeze him? Can you show me with your doll how you squeeze your baby? Does he enjoy it? How can you tell? Continue reading. Discuss the characters and how they respond to the baby. How does the baby feel when it is bed time? How can you tell? Why is he feeling miserable? How would you feel? Ask chn to discuss in pairs how they respond to babies. Do babies make them feel happy? How do they show their delight? Why is it important to show your pleasure? Return to the title of the book. Why do you think that all the characters love the baby so much? 
	
	Whole class teaching: You need: box of essentials & non essentials for a new born baby

Look again at So Much, and ask, Why is the baby enjoying himself so much in the book? Which of his needs are being met? Make a list of their suggestions (talked to, cuddled, danced with, gaining attention, learning how to respond to people). Ask chn to discuss in pairs what other needs a new born baby would have. Encourage them to refer to their own experiences of new babies. Remind them that they are thinking of essentials. Write the title, ‘All Babies must have’ and add a list of their ideas. Encourage chn to think of why they are necessary. Things that will keep the baby alive (food, drink, milk, water), things that will keep him/her happy and contented (warmth, safety, cleanliness, attention). Give out the items from the box. Each child has to name the item and give reasons why it is an essential or a luxury for the new baby. 

	Easy/Medium/Hard

Chn work in small groups, discussing, describing and demonstrating how they are making their babies (dolls) happy. How does making their baby happy make them feel? You may need to demonstrate some actions that would make the baby happy (stroking, rocking, singing, tickling, dancing, cuddling, smiling, talking, gurgling, etc). Ask each group of chn to act out a scene with a baby!
