	Objectives


	Chn help scribe a letter inviting a mum in with her baby.

	Whole class teaching:  

Explain to chn that they are going to invite a mum in with her baby. Tell them that they will be able to ask the mother questions about how she looks after her baby, and find out what sort of things babies do. On the f/c scribe a letter using chn’s ideas, (session resource). Remind chn how a letter is structured. The baby preferably needs to be at the sitting stage and not too shy! If the baby is moving too much then it may prove difficult to ask questions because the mother will be following her child! Next scribe another letter with chn telling their parents that a baby is going to visit (session resource). This letter should also ask if chn have any baby items they could bring in to share with the class, e.g. first shoes, sleepsuit, etc. Write some headings on the f/c: what are babies like, what are mealtimes like, what do babies play with and what does a baby do. Explain to chn that they are going to work in groups to discuss these headings and write down their ideas, or think of other different questions they could ask the visitor to find out more.
	
	Whole class teaching:

Have a look at the baby items chn brought in with them. Explain to chn that today their visitor is coming with her baby. Ask chn how they think they should behave? Tell them that babies can be upset easily and that they need to be quiet and calm and to smile and look friendly. In the centre of the circle put a mat and a selection of toys that chn have suggested. Remind them that they are going to ask their questions but also watch the baby. Tell them to watch how the baby moves, picks up toys, plays with things, talks, smiles, etc. Invite the visitor in and ask her to sit on a chair in the circle. Introduce the mother and the baby to the class. Let chn ask their questions. Remind chn to put their hands up and not shout. Let the mother be your guide, if the baby wants to sit and play then encourage chn to watch and to interact as appropriate. 

	Easy/Medium/Hard 

Chn work in mixed ability groups. They discuss the different headings on the f/c and jot down their ideas. They should also try to think of some different questions, which will enable them to find out more about babies.

Scribe for the chn a sentence or two about the visit. Chn draw a picture of the baby.

Chn write some key phrases or a simple sentence about the visit. They draw a picture of the baby.

	Discuss what the baby might like to play with in the classroom. Talk about safety regarding toys, e.g. size, sharp edges, etc Gather some suitable items together for the visit.

	Discuss with the chn that a baby is entirely dependent on the adult to stay alive. The adult must feed the baby and provide warmth, shelter and love. What would happen without these basic requirements?
