Medium term Lesson Plan
Friday mornings                       BEGINNINGS                          Reception &Year1

Biblical Objectives:

1. The children will be taught that, “In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth.” Gen. 1 v1. We will take a close look into the story of creation as recorded in Genesis chapters 1&2. The children will learn the order of the days of creation and that all things were made by Him and for His glory.

2. The children will be taught that in the beginning there was God. That God the father, God the Son and God the Holy Spirit have always been. They didn’t have a beginning! They existed before time began, in eternity. They will begin to appreciate how mighty, awesome and incomprehensible God is.
3. The children will learn about the life of Moses, from his birth to his death. They will be taught that he was born at the right time, in God’s time, to do a very important job. God used him to bring the children of Israel out of Egypt where they were in slavery and captivity.
4. The children will be shown that like Moses they too have been put on this earth at the right time and will leave it at God’s appointed time;  Ecclesiates 3 v 2 “ A time to be born and a time to die.
5. The children will begin to realise that God was in complete control of every event of Moses’ life and the same is true of our lifes. 

6. The children will learn that God is SOVEREIGN. He is in control of all of history. In fact history is His-Story.

	· To understand that Moses was born at just the right time. 
· That Moses was a very special baby and that God delivered him from death by his parents’ trust in the living God.
	This half term we will start to look at the life of Moses as recorded in Exodus Ch. 2. 
Brain storm – what do the children already know about Moses? 
Focus on when he was born, to whom, when and how he was rescued from death.

Commence individual zigzag books on the life of Moses.

	· To know that Moses had an extremely privileged upbringing, this was all in the plan of God.
· To understand that God doesn’t make mistakes.
· To know that God has a plan and purpose for our lives.
	After Moses had been weaned by his mother she handed him over to Pharaoh’s daughter to become her adopted son. He grew up in the Royal household and was given a very privileged upbringing.
Discuss with the children the similarities and differences between the upbringing of a Hebrew slave and a Royal heir.

	· To know that Moses showed his loyalty to his fellow brethren in the wrong way.
· To understand that sin has to be punished.
	When Moses was grown he killed an Egyptian for beating a Hebrew slave. We see here his loyalty to his own people but there was a consequence to this terrible act. He had to leave the comforts and luxury of palace life and flee for his own life. He is now separated from all he knew but his life is preserved! God still has a special job for Moses to do despite his sin.

	·  To understand that only God can truly forgive sin.
· To know that everyone has sinned and that we all need to be rescued from our sin.
· To realise that Jesus took upon Himself the sin of those who put their trust in Him. 
	Moses settles in a place called Midian, here he marries and they have two sons. He spends 40 years in Midian where he works for his father-in-laws looking after his sheep.
 God still has a special job for Moses to do despite his sin. God speaks to Moses in the ‘burning bush’ and sends him to Pharaoh to ask for the children of Israel to be set free.

	· To know that God doesn’t ask us to do anything that He has not or will not equip us for.
· To know that the Ten Commandments were given to Moses in the wilderness.
	Moses does lead the Israelites out of Egypt and is a faithful leader to them during their 40 years travelling in the wilderness.  He was well equipped for this task; God had been preparing him for 80 years for this special job!

During this time God gave Moses the Ten Commandments and did many miraculous signs amongst/for His chosen people. Can the children remember any of them?

	· To understand that God has an appointed time for man to die.
· To know that a Christian has a promised hope that when they die they will go to be with Jesus in heaven. 

· To understand the reason Christians celebrate Christmas.
	Moses wasn’t permitted to enter into the Promised Land but he was allowed to see it before he died. He was 120 years old when he went to his home in heaven, a place where all God’s chosen people will one day dwell.

Christmas is a time when we celebrate the birth of Jesus. But remember that Jesus came to die on a cross to forgive us our sins so that we could have free entry into God the Fathers’ presence and so that we can go to be with Him in heaven.
