	Objectives


	Chn present results of research on babies.

1b Know that animals including humans, move, feed, grow, use their senses & reproduce.

	Whole class teaching:   

Show chn the picture of a baby (session resource). Ask them to help you label the main body parts and also show the same body parts on themselves. Explain to chn that they are going to make a class book about babies. Tell them that there will be five pages in the book and each group will be responsible for a page. Write on the f/c the headings used in previous sessions: 1. What are babies like? 2. What do babies look like? 3. What are mealtimes like? 4. What do babies play with? 5. What do babies do? Discuss with chn how the pages will be set out. Use the heading, ‘What do we do?’ As an example. With chn brainstorm a list of words/phrases, e.g. cuddle, wipe noses, tickle, play. Discuss how each word/phrase could be illustrated with a bright colourful picture of a baby. Draw an illustration as an example with the appropriate text underneath. 
	
	Whole class teaching:

Before the session look through and correct any spellings of words/phrases that the chn are going to use in their published work – make cards of useful words and display these

Ask the chn to think about how babies were brought up in the past. What might have been different? Encourage them to think about different aspects, e.g. food, clothes, transport, toys. Visit websites using the (session resource) as a starting point and discuss how things are different now. Talk to chn about the book preparation work from the previous session. Share some their ideas and praise good ideas. Remind them that the book is for others to read so that the illustrations and writing must be neat and well presented. 

	Easy/Medium/Hard  

Have prepared five sheets of A4, each with a different heading on as above. Put the children into five mixed ability groups and give each group a piece of paper with a heading on. Tell the chn they must think of words or phrases to answer the question at the top of the paper. Chn write down their ideas. Each child chooses their favourite idea from the list and together they talk about what picture they are going to draw.                                                     TD where appropriate
	
	Easy/Medium/Hard 

Chn work in their mixed ability groups. They read through their work from the previous session and remind themselves of the words/phrase they are going to illustrate. Chn have a piece of A6 paper on which to draw their illustration and do their writing. Chn should write first, taking care of handwriting and spellings and then carefully draw and colour a picture. Cut, mount and paste all the work into a class book with one heading per page.

	Plenary
	Ask chn to think of ways to sort the class according to similarities and differences, e.g. hair colour, eye colour, boy/girl, etc.

	Create a class poem about babies using descriptive phrases about babies, e.g. babies crying, smiling, laughing/babies sitting, crawling, walking, etc.
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
