	Learn that different materials are used to swaddle babies in different parts of the world 

1c Recognise & name common types of materials. 

1d Find out about the uses of different types of materials.

	Whole class teaching: 

Divide class into small groups & give each group a baby hat. Ask them to discuss the material the hats are made from. In what weather conditions would you wear these hats? Why? Listen to their ideas & ask which hat would be the best on a cold winters’ day? Why do you think this hat would be best? What is the hat made of? Explain that we shall set up an investigation to test which hat would be best at keeping a baby’s head warm (session resources). Ask chn to choose hats for testing (one of the hats needs to be the hat they think is best for keeping the baby’s head warm). Show the thermometers. Does anyone know what thermometers are for? Place drink cans, kettle, thermometers, rubber bands & hats on the floor. How do you think we can set up this experiment? Listen to their suggestions encouraging them to explain how the test can be made fair (same amount of hot water in each can, all hats tied round the cans with rubber bands, all cans placed in the same position in the classroom). Pour an equal amount of hot water into each can. Put the thermometer into the can. Put the can inside the hat & secure with a rubber band. What do you think will happen?  Why? Write down their predictions. 
	
	Whole class teaching: 

Pin up the pictures showing babies being carried (session resource). Which pictures show babies being carried in warm countries? How do you know? Hold up the globe. Explain that hot countries are near the middle of the world, the equator. This baby is being carried in Africa. Hold up the fabrics. What fabric do you think has been used for the baby’s sheet? Explain that it is cotton & that cotton comes from a plant that grows in hot countries. Hold up the woollen fabric. Which babies are being carried in a woollen blanket? Why are they not being carried in cotton blankets? What type of climate do you think they live in?  Show the mountainous parts of Peru & Mongolia. Explain that these people live high in the Andes mountains where it is very cold. Mongolia is also mountainous which makes it cold. What materials do you think the warm blankets are made from? Where does wool come from? Ask chn to compare the woollen & cotton fabrics. Explain that the wool comes from sheep, goats or alpaca. The animals have their wool sheared each spring. It doesn’t hurt, it is like cutting hair. Show wool & cotton threads of different thicknesses & colours

Chn draw the 3 cans wrapped with the hats & label them carefully. Then they write a sentence to say which hat they think will be the best & why.

Chn draw & label the experiment. They say how the experiment was made fair, predict what could happen & try to justify their predictions.  TD

Have available a wide range of different cotton/wool fabrics. Show that wool or cotton can be knitted, woven or crocheted. Look at the differences. Chn choose their favourite fabric & cut out a piece to stick on a card. They draw a head, legs & arms so that the piece of fabric makes a baby’s clothing. Then they write some words about where this baby lives if it wears a dress made of wool or cotton…
