	Whole class teaching:       
Show the cover of The Ugly Duckling by Ian Beck to the class. Do they know this story? Why do they think the duckling is crying? Read to the chn. Ask questions as you read: in what ways is the ducking different? (Colour, spiky not soft, sound he makes). Why do they think he is different? (Can they guess he is a different bird?) Why do they think the other ducklings are so cruel? How do they think he must have felt? Do they feel sorry for him? Do they think it is a good ending? Do they know what baby swans are actually called? (Cygnets) Look back through the story and identify the seasons through the story? In what season was the cygnet born? (Spring) Why is this? (Warmer days, lots of food around, a long summer ahead to grow, will be strong by the winter) Discuss how lots of animals are born in the Spring for similar reasons. Can they name some? Look back at the page where the swans are flying off to the south. Discuss why they are going (to be warm) What happens as Summer turns into Autumn/Winter (colder, less food around for the animals, dark nights). Write ideas on f/c.
	
	Whole class teaching:    

Look back at The Ugly Duckling. How did all the ducklings begin their life? (Inside eggs) Where were the eggs? (In a nest) Why? (For protection, to keep warm, to keep together) Why do they think were there lots of eggs? Explain that some animals have lots of babies in case some of them don’t survive? Can they think of any animals that have lots and lots and why? (Frogs) Explain that frogs have many predators: other animals that eat the tadpoles. Make a list on the f/c: animals that have just one or two babies (sheep, cows), ones that have a few (birds, cats, rabbits) and animals that have lots (frogs, butterflies). Ask the chn how they think the swan’s egg got into the duck’s nest on the first place. Have they ever heard of the cuckoo who lays her eggs in other birds’ nests on purpose? What do they think may have happened in this story? Maybe the egg rolled out of its original nest, maybe the mother swan had too many and kicked it out, perhaps it was stolen and then later lost… Brainstorm lost of ideas together and write them on the f/c.

Chn use (session resource) and draw pictures showing the ugly duckling from Spring all the way through to the following Spring, getting bigger each time and then being white at the end.

As for Easy but to add a few words to each picture to show what is happening in the season, e.g. leaves falling, getting colder, etc (session resource).         TD

As for Medium but chn can choose a different animal to put into their seasons picture (session resource).
	
	Easy/Medium/Hard 
Chn choose one of the ideas as to how the swan’s egg ended up in the duck’s nest and draw/write out their story. They should try to be as detailed as possible in their thinking. Encourage them to ‘tell’ their story to a friend whilst they are writing/drawing. Encourage them to ask questions of each other. Differentiate by encouraging more-able chn to sequence their ideas into 3-4 boxes, whereas other chn may draw just one picture showing what happened.

	Plenary
	Discuss the idea of the cygnet being different? Was it right that the ducklings were so cruel? How do they feel when someone is cruel to them? Discuss how is important to understand other people’s feelings and to be kind to them, even if you think they are different to you.
