	Whole class teaching:  

Explain to chn that they are going to invite a parent to talk about their work. Tell them that they will be able to ask the parent questions about their work and what they do,. On the f/c scribe a letter using chn’s ideas, (session resource). Remind chn how a letter is structured.  Next scribe another letter with chn telling their parents that a parent  is going to visit (session resource). This letter should also ask if any other parents would like to visit or be able to invite us to visit a workplace. Write some headings on the f/c: what is it  like to go to work, what do you have to do? Do you work with other people?  Explain to chn that they are going to work in groups to discuss these headings and write down their ideas, or think of other different questions they could ask the visitor to find out more.
	
	Whole class teaching:

Ask chn how they think they should behave?. Remind them that they are going to ask their questions to find out about the person’s job. Invite the visitor in and ask them to sit on a chair in the circle. Introduce the adult to the class. Let chn ask their questions. Remind chn to put their hands up and not shout. Let the adult respond and elaborate, Encourage children to watch and to interact as appropriate as the adult speaks and possibly shows objects or photos to them.

Chn work in mixed ability groups. They discuss the different headings on the f/c and jot down their ideas. They should also try to think of some different questions, which will enable them to find out more about going to work.
