	Objectives


	Use ‘In the Middle of the Night’ to stimulate descriptive writing. Re-tell stories, to give the main points in sequence & to pick out significant incidents. Through shared/guided writing apply phonological, graphic knowledge, sight vocabulary to spell words accurately. Write stories using simple settings, based on previous reading. Through reading & writing, reinforce knowledge of term “sentence” from previous terms.

	Geography: Geographical enquiry & skills

	
	Objectives


	Find out why is it necessary for some people to work during the night. Ask geographical questions. Express own views about people.

	
	Whole class teaching:  Read ‘In The Middle of the Night.’ Ask chn to discuss it in pairs. Why do you think some people need to work at night? Listen to their ideas. Do you know anyone who needs to work at night?  What work do they do? Write a list of the different occupations that are suggested by chn. What do you think it might be like to live a ‘topsy-turvy’ life, being in bed sleeping when everyone is at work, school or play, & working when their family is in bed? Invite a parent to come into school to tell you little about working at night. Read a selection of their sentences beginning with ‘While I was sleeping.’ Ask chn to discuss in pairs a descriptive sentences about a night occupation people could have, e.g. While you were sleeping five milkmen were collecting creamy milk from the dairy & delivering it in the town. Listen to their sentences & write a few of their ideas on f/c. Read them together. Emphasise the describing words & the punctuation. 

	
	Easy/Medium 

Pairs choose an occupation to describe. Model writing the sentences, encouraging them to use word building skills to spell words. Chn illustrate the booklets.  TD
	Hard 

Chn continue writing sentences in their booklet. Encourage them to discuss their ideas together, thinking of suitable describing words before beginning their writing. When complete they should read them as a pair, checking for descriptive vocabulary & punctuation. They need to illustrate each page using crayons or pastels. The pastels need to be fixed before turning the pages.
