	Whole class teaching:

Show/read to chn a selection of Estate Agent’s brochures or the property section of a newspaper. Discuss the information given & how it is written. The Estate Agents are trying to persuade people to buy the house. Write some of the descriptive words that they use, e.g. spacious, amazing, ‘home of your dreams’, picturesque, attractive, stunning, etc. Ask chn to think about their home. What do they like about it? What words or phrases could they use to describe their home? Add to the list on the f/c using the chn’s ideas. Tell the chn about your home and why you like it so much. Model how to write some descriptive & persuasive sentences on the f/c, e.g. ‘My home is in a stunning location. It is on the third floor of a block of flats. The building is surrounded by trees. The living room is spacious and light. The bedroom is tiny but cosy. The kitchen is also really small but it is very cheerful because I have painted it yellow!’
	
	Whole class teaching:

Explain to the chn that everyone has an address. Discuss why this is important, e.g. so that post can reach them. Do any of the chn know what their address is? Which parts do they know? The name/number of the house, the road that they live in, the town? Show the chn an enlarged map of the area. Show the chn where the school is on the map & what the school’s address is. Give chn a label with their address on. Look at how their address is written – the layout and format. Point out the road, and the name of the town/city. Can they find their road on the map? Have some smaller maps to give out to pairs of chn so that they can look for their road before showing you on the big map. When chn have found their road/street tell them that they are going to write a postcard to their address and see if the postman delivers it. What information will the postman need? An address and stamp. Where is the letterbox? Discuss

Chn write some simple sentences about either their home or another home they know well. They have to make it sound good!

	Medium/Hard

Chn write some descriptive & persuasive sentences about their home. If appropriate, this activity can be widened to include homes of relations or close family friends that the chn often visit. They should think of things that they like about the home they are describing & use appropriate descriptive vocabulary.  
	
	Easy/Medium

Chn read their address on a prewritten sticky label. They look at how it is written and make sure they can identify the road and the town/city. They stick this on their postcard and write a simple message.

Chn write their name and the first line of their address on their postcard. They write a message. Have the rest of the address on a sticky label.
