	Study patterns in buildings and relate to those in the locality.

Identify and describe what places are like.

Make observations about features in the environment.

	Whole class teaching: 

Hand around a variety of rough textured surfaces, e.g. brick, corrugated card, Hessian fabric, wood, concrete, tree bark, leather, etc. Discuss which of these are used for building houses. Ask questions about the materials. ‘Are they rough? Smooth? Hard? Soft? Bendy? Shiny? Dull? Explain that we shall make rubbings using these materials.  Demonstrate with a piece of corrugated card (session resources for instructions).  Ask chn what kind of pattern they would expect to appear. Model using side of crayon. Show what happens when the crayoned area is painted. Model cutting out strips of textured, coloured paper and sticking these to make a house. Discuss different shapes/roof designs. Draw in features with black crayon. Discuss extra pattern, e.g. on roofs, above doors, below windows etc. Provide wax crayons with wrappers removed, thin paper & a variety of textures for chn to do rubbings. Also provide scissors, glue, paint and paper on which to stick the houses.
	
	Whole class teaching: 

[Before lesson, take chn out to look at patterns in buildings –in brickwork, of tiles & beam arrangements. Point out how rows of bricks are built up. If poss, take chn to look at some public buildings, e.g. church, town hall. Look at outlines of buildings, proportions of height/width & decorative elements.] Remind chn of patterns they saw by drawing some on f/c, e.g. rows of semicircles. Where did we see these? (tiles on a roof) Ask a child to build a small wall of Duplo/Lego by placing one brick on top of another. Demonstrate how easy it is to make it come apart. Now ask a child to build it again, placing bricks across joins. Which arrangement of bricks is better for building a house? Draw brick arrangement on f/c. Take a 1.5cm thick slab of clay & demonstrate a variety of patterns produced by diff tools (session resources for instructions). How could we get a brick effect? How could we print on a window? How could we make it more interesting? Draw a building shape on a piece of paper. Lay it on a new piece of clay & demonstrate how to cut out the shape safely. Ask for decorative suggestions & try these out. Discuss the results. Explain that chn are going to make their own clay house.

	Easy/Medium/Hard 

Encourage chn to cover the width of the paper with one rubbing. Another texture can be rubbed on below. Suggest chn exchange rubbings once they have been painted and cut into segments. Encourage careful drawing of features. Discuss and ask chn to name the different materials being rubbed. Combine the rubbings to make a street of houses for a wall display.                            
	
	Easy/Medium/Hard 

Chn draw their own building shape on a piece of paper, then cut out the shape from clay using the paper as a template. Print on features and texture details by using a variety of tools or other objects.[ If no kiln is available, hardened clay or dough can be decorated with paint mixed with PVA glue.]
