	Objectives
	Build their model house, following their own plan and using the materials as planned. Evaluate their house.

	Whole class teaching:        

Explain to chn that today they are going plan how to make a model home. They must decide what their house might look like, who their house is for (a friend or a member of their family) and what they will need. Show chn the different materials they have available, e.g. card, paper, ‘junk’ (boxes, cartons, etc), glue, sellotape, scissors and so on. Discuss with the chn their ideas and model how to record a design plan on paper. Explain that before actually building the home a plan is made to help develop their ideas and show others what they intend to do. Chn work in pairs to create their design. It must communicate what their finished model will look like and a list of materials they will need.
	
	Whole class teaching:

Demonstrate to the chn how to make a hinge using paper or card (make a flap using paper/card and stick it onto something so that it is like a door opening). Show the chn how this could form the windows and door on their house that they are going to make. Chn in their pairs practise making some hinges whilst on the carpet. Then give the chn their plans and ask them to read through their plan with their partner and discuss how they are going to make their house. Talk about ways they can join items together, e.g. with glue, tape, staples, etc. Discuss how the chn can decorate their model using paint and/or collage materials.

	Easy

With the group decide what sort of house to make. Talk about what they can use. Scribe a list of things they will need. Chn draw the house they are going to make.

TD
	Medium/Hard 

Chn in pairs think about who their home will be for. They look at the materials available and decide what their house is going to look like. Next they draw a picture of their finished house and list the materials they will need.
	
	Easy/Medium/Hard

Chn make their model houses in their pairs. Remind them to use their plan to help with ideas. They use glue, sellotape, staples, etc, to join materials together. They need to include a door and windows. Encourage them to use a hinge somewhere on their house. Chn decorate their house when they have finished making it. If time, they draw a picture of it to compare with the picture on their plan.
