	Objectives


	Understand how milk gets from the cow to our fridge.

	Whole class teaching: 

Show a picture of a hen and a cockerel (www.kidsfarm.com/farm.htm). What is the difference? (One is male, one female/they look different). Where do hens and cockerels come from? (An egg) How do they get out of the egg? (Beaks) Do they look like a hen or a cockerel when they hatch from the egg? Show pictures of chicks. What are the main differences between a chick and a fully grown hen/cockerel? (Size/colour/feathers/comb, etc.) Ask chn to guess how long it takes for a chick to hatch and how much longer before it is fully grown (session resources). Compare with humans. Explain that you are going to make your own chicks. Demonstrate how to make a basic wool pompom (session resources). What do we need to add to this to make it look like a chick? (Beak/legs & feet/wings/ tail). Demonstrate how to mark shapes on to felt and how to stretch the fabric for easier cutting.
	
	Whole class teaching:

What do we call a baby cow? (Calf) What does a calf eat when it is born? (Milk) Remind the chn that milk is a food. Discuss how cows produce milk to feed their calves and that, the more a cow is milked, the more milk she produces. Show picture of cow and her udders. Explain the modern milking process: milking machines, milk collected in large vats then piped into milk lorries. Show, by means of a simple flow-chart, the progress of the milk from cow, via packaging & supermarket, to our homes. Compare this process with the traditional methods and means of transportation in the past (milking by hand on three-legged stool, transport in churns on carts, pouring milk into small milk pails, then ladling it into  a variety of containers at people’s gates). Show chn either a real milk churn or a picture of one. Explain that in the past, many people kept cows and goats for their milk - even people living in cities sometimes had a cow or goat in their back garden.

	Easy/Medium/Hard

Chn make their own pompom chick. Ensure that each child has wound around enough wool to make a really fluffy chick before cutting around the card disc. Help with the cutting as appropriate. Chn should try to draw and cut out their own felt shapes for appendages, but may need some help with gluing them on. Chn should decide where they want to glue the beak, legs and tail. Attach string to allow the chicks to be suspended for a display.

TD as required plus adult support
	
	Easy 

Divide series of pictures of both modern and old-fashioned methods of the milking process into ‘then’ and ‘now’ piles (session resources). Glue on to appropriate section.    TD
	Medium 

Divide pictures into old and new milking methods then place them in order, on relevant section, old times or modern. Label pictures (session resources). 
	Hard 

Divide pictures into old and new milking methods, then place in order on the appropriate section.  Label the pictures and write a caption for each section.

	Plenary
	Divide chn into pairs. Each pair tries to think of as many words as possible that rhyme with ‘chick’.  Which pair has found the most? List on board and add any others.
	
	Plenary
	Do a quick class survey of how much milk each child drinks in a day.  Each child counts how many glasses it drinks (count a bowl of cereal as one glass). Show as bar chart - e.g. None/1/2/3/more than 3.#
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
