	Make large snowy penguin pictures using several different painting techniques. 

2a Investigate the possibilities of a range of processes; 2b Try out techniques; 2c Represent observations; 3b Identify what can be changed in their current work.

	Whole class teaching: 

Look at a globe and identify the North and South Poles? Why are they marked in white? Look at some photos of the arctic on together www.arcticwebsite.com. What do you think the weather is like here? How can we tell? (Clothes people are wearing/snow & ice.) Discuss what animals live in the Arctic. What colour are they? Why are so many of them white? (Camouflage against the snow.) Look at the BBC website together and find out about the polar bear. What do they eat? (Meat – seals, fish, birds, reindeer.) How do they keep warm? (Thick layer of fat, 2 layers of fur.) Can they swim? (Yes, to hunt seals.) Why do they have small ears and tails? (To prevent heat loss.) How big is a baby polar bear? (Size of a rat.) How has their environment changed? Discuss why life is hard for them nowadays and why they have become endangered species (hunted for meat & fur; at risk from oil spillages from drilling platforms or tankers). Explain that you want the chn to find and list as many key facts about the Arctic as possible. 
	
	Whole class teaching: 

Look at Chn’s Atlas (e.g. Usborne). Can chn point to the Arctic? Explain that it surrounds the North Pole. Help chn locate Antarctica by the South Pole. Ask chn to give 2 differences between them (location, size). Explain that there are further differences (Arctic is frozen sea, Antarctic is land covered by ice; Antarctica has mountains, Arctic just ice bergs; Arctic has polar bears & seals, Antarctic has penguins and whales). Show chn a picture of Emperor Penguin (BBC website wildfacts). Explain how it is the male who looks after the egg and the young chick, going without food for months and huddling in the freezing cold together with all the other males of the colony (session resources). Explain that you are going to create penguin pictures. Model how to make a penguin image using hand & finger prints (Art Ideas p26). Demonstrate salt painting technique (p58 Art Ideas) to be used for the snowy grey land and ice blue sea of the background. Show how the penguins will be cut out and stuck on before adding a spattering of white paint for the snow effect all over (p 30).

Chn research the Arctic – its wildlife, its climate, the length of its days and nights – by using the web as well as non-fiction books (session resources).They write down the names of animals found in the Arctic and illustrate them. Where appropriate chn write key facts in numbered lists.

	Easy/Medium/Hard 

Divide chn into groups of 4 or 5. Chn should look again at Antarctic landscapes before beginning to paint. One child paints the blue sea and sprinkles it with salt while still wet. Another paints the pale grey land and sprinkles it with salt. The rest of the group use hand and finger prints to create penguins which they then cut out and arrange before sticking them on to the landscape when it has dried. ‘Snow’ should be carefully spattered on last.
