	Learning Objective(s) To introduce the concept of the Life Cycle of a Plant. Main focus – seeds.
Success Criteria  The children will begin to understand the stages a plant goes through in it’s life cycle, they will be able to use appropriate vocabulary to describe features of plants They will enjoy the experience of finding out about plants and predicting what woll happen when a seed is planted..

	Learning Style(s) 
The children will have opportunities to experience a variety of learning styles: 

· A whole class shared time using questioning and research

· Group teaching activities using the indoor and outdoor environment

· Independent tasks using jigsaws and labelling, playing in the compost

Recording what a seed needs to grow.

	Main Lesson

Explain objectives and expectations to children.
Tell the children that we are going  to investigate plants.

Use a pot plant . Use questioning to find out about the structure of the plant above and below the soil.
Find out together that plants begin with a seed.
Ask the children to look at and explore a variety of seeds and pictures of seeds. Look for similarities and differences.

Talk about how a seed begins to grow. 
Introduce the activities and allocate children to tasks. They will then move from one activity to another exploring and using new vocabulary.

	Teacher Talk/Key Questions

What can you see? Do you know what this is called?

What do you think we will find underneath the soil.

 Look around at plants – Where did the plants come from.
Are the seeds the same?

Explain that the seeds will all grow into different plants. Can the children guess?

What will happen if we leave the seeds and watch them?

What do you think the seeds need to help them to grow?

Make a list on the board.

The children will be encouraged to use the appropriate vocabulary as they participate in each task.

	Plenary

The children will look at a variety of fruits and identify their seeds. Can all seeds be eaten? Can any seeds be eaten? This links to the next session which completes the life cycle.
