	Design a home for an animal taking into account its needs and specific requirements.

	Whole class teaching:

Read Big Fat Budgie (Read Me First, p175).  Can chn find any words that rhyme with ‘lot’? Try other initial sounds to make new rhyming words and list on f/c (h/c/r/d/sh/sp/sl). Can chn find any other rhymes in the poem? Can they find new words to rhyme with ‘bell’? (sell/tell/smell/fell/well).  Read poem again. What does the budgie do all day? Where does he live? How do we know that from the poem? What does the budgie have in his cage? Why does he need these? What would a fish need to feel comfortable? A snake? Ask chn if they have any pets. What do their pets need? Why do they need this? What would happen if they did not provide the pets with this?  Ask chn to suggest other possible pets. Choose one and model writing a list. Show chn how we begin with an introductory statement (‘To be happy dogs need:) then itemise each word or phrase neatly one below the other. Stress the vocabulary that we need and write appropriate words for chn to use on the f/c. 
	
	Whole class teaching: 

Show chn pictures of, or bring in, a hamster cage, a fish bowl, a cat or dog bed. Why does the hamster have to live in a cage? Why does a fish need to live in water? Why is the dog bed designed to be round? (Fits curled up body). What is a hamster’s cage made of? Why? (Easy to clean, transparent for viewing, light for carrying) Discuss reasons for choice of materials of dog bed and fish bowl. What sort of home would a snake/parrot/rabbit need? Look at features inside hamster cage? (Food bowl, water bottle, apparatus, bedding) Why are they positioned in these places? How could we make the hamster’s cage more interesting and attractive, while keeping all the essentials? Shape of a palace/hourglass/tower, etc, shape of food bowl, design of toys, climbing equipment, sleeping area, etc. Explain that chn are going to design their own fantasy pet home. Using the classroom as an example, model drawing front elevation then model drawing the inside as a plan seen from above. Rehearse neat positioning of labels.
