	Objectives
	Observe and identify the details of the external appearance of different animals.    Recognise/compare the main external parts of animals.  Group living things according to observable differences.

	Whole class teaching:       
Ask chn to remember some of the differences between the animals in Zagazoo. Explain that, although they look different, there are things about them that are the same. What do they all need to do to stay alive? (Eat, breathe) Do they stay alive forever? How come there are still so many animals in the world if they keep dying? (They have babies that grow into adults.) Explain that animals do these things in different ways and that this is why they belong to different families. Discuss how some animals give birth to live young, others to eggs that hatch. Explain that all animals that are not born inside an egg are called mammals. Can you think of any other difference between a mammal and a non-mammal? E.g. a dog and a frog? Why is a dog cuddlier? (He has fur, is warm to touch) Explain that mammals can regulate their own body temperature but a frog or a snake has to be out in the sun to get warm. Which group do you think people belong to? (Mammals or non-mammals?) Do we lay eggs? Do we have fur or hair? Do we need to lie in the sun to get warm or can we run around on a freezing day to make ourselves warm? Explain other groupings (session resources). Discuss whether chn have heard of any of the ‘Animal Families’: Mammals, Reptiles, Birds, Fish, etc. 
	
	Whole class teaching:    

Explain that you are going to make a class display of the different animal families and explain the term ‘collage’. Show chn how to copy a picture of an animal by drawing the outlines first. Discuss different techniques for decorating the picture:

· Paint.

· Wax crayon outlines + marking of textures, e.g. of feathers or scales, covered with a coloured wash.

· Collage using small pieces of coloured paper or tissue paper.

· Glue outlines sprinkled with powder paint.

· Black felt-tip. Show different texture techniques, e.g. cross-hatching, dots, parallel lines/zigzags, etc.

Discuss which of these techniques might be most suitable for which animal, e.g. 

Black felt-tip for insects with thin legs, or for giving a fur texture to brown paint; collage for feathers or scales; glue outlines for easily recognised shapes, e.g. fish, etc. Explain that the body covering of the animal is important in our classification, therefore it is important to emphasise the fur/feathers, etc, in their work.
