Medium Term Lesson Plan
Friday mornings        Topic area: Communication         Reception &Year 1
Biblical objectives: 
1. To teach the children how the advancement of transportation has aided the great commission set down in Matthew’s gospel ch. 28 v 19-20 “Go therefore and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all things that I have commanded you; and lo, I am with you always, even to the end of the age. Amen”  
2. To teach the children the meaning of Romans 10 v 13-15 

For” whoever calls on the name of the Lord shall be saved.” How then shall they call on Him in whom they have not believed? And how shall they believe in Him of whom they have not heard? And how shall they hear without a preacher? And how shall they preach unless they are sent? As it is written:

Within the main topic of communication the class on Fridays will be looking at transport.
The first 30 minutes of Fridays the children join with the Year 2&3 class for singing.

	· To know the great commission laid down by Jesus and recorded in Matt. 28 v 19-20

· to understand that transport is very important for daily life
· to understand that without transport life would come to a stand still

· to recognize the three main types of transport
	 Read Matthew 28 v19-20 and explain what it means.
Brain storm – How many different forms of transport can the children think of? Write down on the white board.
Ask the children how they got to school today. Talk about why transport is so important for daily life and what life would be like without different forms of transport. I.e. what would life be like without cars? Would everyone have been able to walk to school? It would have taken me about 6.5 hours to walk to school! 
Discuss the three main types of transport; over land, over water and in the air. Match the different forms of transport to these three types.

Focus in on ‘over land’ and walking, each child will make a walking person.

	· to understand that some methods of transport are slower than others.
· to know that throughout history methods of transport have got faster and become more reliable
· to be able to correctly order different methods of transport throughout history

· to know what the different methods of transport Jesus used when He was on earth
	Think again about the different types of transport and ask the children which ones are slower than others. I.e. is the bike slower or faster than walking? Which is the fastest? Which is the slowest?
Ask the children to colour in, cut out and order on a time line different methods of transport.
Read several stories of journeys that Jesus went on during His life on earth. Show how He mainly walked to different places, He also traveled by boat across Lake Galilee and He rode into \Jerusalem on a colt.

	· to know that the invention of the wheel was one of the most important for man
· to know that wheeled vehicles are by far the commonest kind of transport

· practice the rubbing- in method
	Discuss with the children why wheels are round and not any other shape. Find out why by doing the ‘Acorns’ fun activity on page 10.
Make transport biscuits using the rubbing- in method.

	· continue looking at the wheel and it’s importance from last week
· to understand that wheels move easily because of their round shape- they roll
· to look at the difference between rolling and sliding


	How many objects can the children think of that use wheels to make them go. 
Share the book about ‘Rolling’ with the children. What shapes roll well? What is rolling? 

Art activity : printing with a variety of circular objects using different coloured paints – see ‘Acorns’ pg. 8&9

Share the book on Sliding with the children and discuss the difference between that and rolling.

	· to recognize that animals have long been used for transport
· to know that animals carrying loads are called pack animals

· to know that pack animals are used in places that do not have roads 
	Ask the children how they think loads are transported to places where there is no road. (Animal transport) How many different animals can they think of that transport loads?

Share with the children the book ‘Topic Box –Transport’ pgs. 12-13 about animal power.
Art activity: Sticking and colouring to make an elephant picture.

	· to know that the aeroplane is one of the fastest ways to travel
· to know the different ways of traveling through the air

· to understand that before aeroplanes were invented some people made journeys in hot air balloons

· to know why a hot air balloon floats in the direction of the wind 
	Recap last half terms work on land travel. Discuss with the children air travel. How many different ways can you travel in the air? Stress that the aeroplane is one of the fastest ways of air travel. Has anyone traveled in an aeroplane? Can they tell the class what it was like?

Has anyone been in a hot air balloon? Would anyone like to go in one? Explain to the children a little about hot air balloons use a book to show illustrations.

Art activity/D.T: Start to make several papier-mâché hot air balloons.   
	Flash cards: different ways of traveling by air- aeroplane, helicopter, glider, hang glider, jet, hot air balloon. Airship. Space shuttle

	· continue from last week and finish the hot air balloons
· learn the whisking method
	Continue making the hot air balloons.
Make meringues using the whisking method.

Explain to the children that as the egg whites are whisked they become light, fluffy and the volume increases because air is being whisked into the mixture. As the meringues cook they rise even more because of the hot air inside them. Link this to the fact that hot air makes a hot air balloon rise.

	· to understand that in different countries there are various forms of transport 
· to understand the need for Christians to go to people to share the Good News – Rom. 10 v13-18
	Use the book ‘Come and Ride with us!’ to show the children various countries and their forms of transport. Show the children where these countries are on a world map.
Explain the meaning of Rom. 10 v 13-18. Discuss the work of missionaries and how advanced transportation has made getting to other counties easier and quicker. Compare air travel with traveling over sea.
Complete ‘Acorns’ activities; making vehicles from different shapes and ‘Who can ride each animal?’

	· to know the significance of Easter
· to practice the melting method
	Discuss with the children the Easter story. Point out to the children that Jesus came to this earth to die so that He could save His people from their sin. Emphasize the importance of Jesus rising from the dead on the third day – death could not hold Him. He is alive today and still calling people, boys and girls included, to Himself.
Colour, cut and order 6 pictures of the Easter story.
