	Read and begin to learn a simple descriptive poem.

	Objectives
	Discuss the features of old and new houses, looking at differences and reasons for these. 

Go on an outing to observe houses then and now - identify the differences discussed in class. 

1a Place objects in chronological order.
1b Use words & phrases related to passing of time.
2b Identify differences between ways of life at different times.
4a Find out about the past by visiting old local buildings.
4b Ask & answer questions about the past.

	Whole class teaching: 

Read and show enlarged poem Houses (The Works 2, p115). Can you remember all the different houses in the poem? List on f/c. Which would you (not) like to live in? Why (not)? Write ‘lonely’ in front of ‘lighthouse’. What do you notice about these two words? Repeat for ‘paper palace’, ‘narrowboat nosing’, etc. Can you find any more pairs of words that begin with the same sound? Can you think of any other types of homes? (castle/tower block/bungalow/cottage/ship, etc) Can you find a word to go with it that begins with the same sound? (creepy/cold castle). Read the poem again. What does the lighthouse have? The windmill? The igloo? What would a castle have? (high/thick walls; a drawbridge/a moat) Repeat for other possible homes.
	
	Whole class teaching:           
Bring in pictures of old and new local houses. Look at What was it like in the past? At Home. Explain that houses built at different times look different. Show chn some of the pictures of houses in the book, pp10, 12 & 15. How can we tell that a house is very old? (Colour & pattern of brickwork, chimney pots, window panes, doors, etc) Why did all old houses need chimneys? How do you heat your house? Ask chn to find out how old their house is. Discuss which houses around the neighbourhood are old and, if possible, pass round pictures of old local houses & some new houses. Discuss reasons for differences between these and modern houses, e.g. small panes of glass because technology for making large panes was not available; thatch or tiles on roof; gargoyles to ward off evil spirits; terraced for space and warmth; courtyards for carriages, etc.

	Easy

Chn re-read the poem in pairs, and then draw one of the homes in the poem – the one they would most like to live in! They write some descriptive words round the picture.
	Medium/Hard 
Chn write their own version of the poem on sheet provided (session resources), making each description as interesting and imaginative as they can. They should be encouraged to sound out words, so they can use words beginning with the same sound, and also use rhyming word if possible.

	Easy/Medium/Hard 

Go on an outing. Take chn to look at local houses, both modern and old. Ask them to identify which are old houses and which are new. Chn should focus on individual elements of buildings. Point out specific features, e.g. bay windows, pillars, chimney pots, windows & doors. Give chn time to sketch these on their research pads (session resources).

	Read poem together again. Can chn remember any of it? Encourage them to learn parts off by heart.
