carnivore   animal that eats other animals

conservation   

deciduous   trees that lose all their leaves at particular times of the year

deer   e.g. chital and sambar
ecosystem   community of coexisting organisms and their habitat

ecotourism   a kind of tourism that aims to benefit habitats, wildlife and local people
endangered   when a plant or animal is In danger of dying out

extinct   when a species or subspecies has died out and no longer exists

food web   

habitat   place in the natural world where a particular organism lives

herbivore   animal that eats plants

Hindu   a follower of the religion called Hinduism

Hinduism   historic religion of India, based on many gods and originating in the second millennium BC

ivory   hard, white material that tusks are made of

lair   

livestock   animals kept for meat or milk, or to be sold
maharaja   Indian king

mahout   

mammal   warm-blooded animal with hair that can feed its young with milk from its body

monsoon   tropical rainy season in Asia

panthera tigris   
poacher   someone who hunts animals when it is against the law to do so
poaching   catching or killing an animal illegally

pollution   when part of the environment is poisoned or harmed by human activity

Jaj   literally means ‘rule’, the period of British rule in India, lasting from the eighteenth century until 1947.
reserve   area of protected land where animals and plants live safely

predator   animal that hunts and eats other animals
prey   animal that is hunted and eaten by another animal
Sanskrit   ancient language of India

sitar   long-necked string instrument that is played by plucking
smuggle   transport something illegally, usually across borders of counties
species   type of animal that cannot be bred successfully with any other type

stalk   closely follow prey in order to get near enough to catch it

subspecies   distinct type that can breed with other subspecies. For example, Bengal tigers are subspecies of tigers

suckle   when a baby mammal drinks milk from its mother’s body

tabla   set of two small drums played with the hands

territory   particular area an animal claims and defends as its own

tropical   area close to the equator where it is very hot
