	Whole class teaching:   
Go into a dark place and describe it. Take a few children at a time into the big cupboard to experience “no light” 

Go for a walk around the school and look for sources of light. Think about where the light comes from that comes through the window. If it is sunny look at shadows . Ensure children know they should never look directly at the sun.  Think about what happens to the sun’s light when it is cloudy.
Vocabulary: bright, cloud, hazy, light, shadow, sky, sun.
