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How language has changed and developed.


The godly influence of Alfred The Great and the English Bible translators in fixing the English language.


The importance of oral tradition - but not always accurate.


The importance of good written English. Spelling, grammar and ‘Punctuation makes sense!’


Different means of communication eg. Mime, body language, expression and drama.


Good oral English involves both speaking and listening.


Letter writing a diminishing skill. Compare with communications today eg. E-mail, fax, text messages.


Discussion - debate.


‘Computers, computer games, personal stereos can cut us of from communicating with others’. Is this harmful to family life?


Writing for a particular audience - possible school newspaper.


Uses and abuses of the spoken word - rhetoric - good oratory.


Uses and abuses of the written word i.e. advertising, propaganda etc..


Literature techniques. Good poetry, painting pictures with words. Good prose, being able to empathise with different people in different situations.


We will study:

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“ A word fitly spoken is like apples of gold in settings of silver.”


“ The heavens declare the glory of God.”


God has revealed himself to us through his Creation (Rom 1v18�20) and he has communicated something of his glory and power to us in what he had made (Ps 19v1-3).


In time past God spoke through the prophets (Heb 1v1) but in these last days he has spoken or communicated to us through his son. Jesus is himself called “The Word”, God’s supreme communication with man (John 1v1-3,14).


We also have God’s word, the Bible, his complete written revelation, that tells us all we need to know about faith and conduct (2 Tim 3v15-17).


In the scriptures we see the diversity and richness of the ways in which God has communicated with us. For example, through songs, poems, history, letters, parables, preaching, biography, miracles etc.


We also see the need for communication in the Godhead, “Let us make man in our image”. Also in man God saw man’s need for a helpmeet like himself. Adam’s communication with the animals, although good, was not enough. In the Garden of Eden we see the fellowship or communication between God and man before Adam and Eve sinned.


We should see beauty in good communication (Prov 25v11) and must strive to communicate clearly and effectively.


We need to show wisdom in our communication; we need to be able to control our tongue, speaking in love and truth, being swift to hear.


Christians have a good reason to want to be able to communicate well: we are to “go into all the world and to preach the gospel” and we must be “ready to tell any man the reason for the hope that is in us”


Finally, we should commit God’s Word to memory, “Your word have I hid in my heart”
